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Dear Leader,  

 Join BOB and his friends as they search for the truth! Get ready to Build (your life) On Bible as you learn about 

GƻŘΩǎ ƭƻǾŜ ŀƴŘ Ǉƭŀƴ ŦƻǊ ȅƻǳ. Kids ages 7-13 should enjoy this fun, camp-themed, basic Bible course. This 20 week 

series is written in such a way that children will be able to search the Bible for answers and make personal 

applications. The goal is for children to learn about basic Bible truths that can change their lives and make 

decisions to know and love God, and to share Him with others. They will develop a habit of reading their Bible daily 

(as they complete a simple Bible reading chart). The Bible reading chart starts with 1-5 verses a day to read and 

progresses to reading entire stories or chapters. 

The lessons are in an order in which they build on each other and include some repetition for better 

understanding. They include topics of creation, Heaven, Hell, salvation, baptism, Bible reading, prayer, church 

attendance and other areas of Christian growth, and knowing God more. Please see the lesson index for a more in-

depth description. Upon completion, you may award the printable ά{ŜŀǊŎƘ ŦƻǊ ¢ǊǳǘƘέ certificates to each 

participant or give another award of your choosing.  

Instructions: 

Group Bible Study-Each child should be given a Bible Reading Chart each week prior to the in-class corresponding 

lesson. Print the lessons. Have a weekly meeting to complete the lesson in small groups. Have the children recite 

the memory verse together. Let children take turns finding Bible passages and answering the questions. Each 

week, put the completed lessons in a 3-prong folder for each child. Note: You may find it best to provide an 

incentive for children to complete the weekly Bible reading and memory verse at home. Children will glean more 

understanding and interest if leaders are familiar with the lesson information and add to it based on personal study 

of the content. Do not solely read the pages to the children. Sample schedule for meeting: 10-20 min.-welcome & 

quick game, 30-40 min.-lesson, 10 min.-Bible Quizzing, 5 min.-wrap up/prizes (Depending on how much time you 

have, some lessons may be divided into two weeks.) NOTE: The Bible reading charts are optional, depending on 

the age of the children you are teaching.  

***Have an introductory meeting where you explain the program to the children, show any incentives you choose 

to use, decorate the folders, and build excitement for searching for the truth. Include a brief Bible-based object 

lesson to get their attention.  

***Any child ages 7-13 may participate. Younger children or unchurched children may need extra assistance.  

 

***Each parent may be asked to pay a nominal fee for printing costs, folders, and incentives if the church wishes. 

 

***You could use this on an individual basis by giving the child one lesson and Bible reading chart at a time to 

complete at his or her own pace, or in a one-on-one discipleship style meeting.  

 

***Please note that all memory work and questions use the King James Version of the Bible. 

Other versions may not provide the correct answers for some questions.

 Every sin is equal to God. Sin is anything you do, say, or think that displeases 

God or breaks His Law. When you trust Christ as your Savior, you will still sin, 

be cause you still have the sin nature with which you were born.  

Do you remember from lesson one what the sin nature is?  

 A. The desire not to sin against things in nature

lose fellowship or closeness with God.  God will not hear the prayers of those that 

continually sin, until you pray and admit what you have done, and ask God to 

help you. Psalm 66:18 òIf I regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear me:ó 

In order to have a clear conscious, when you sin, confess, or admit the sin to 

God, not to get saved again, but so you can be right with God. Nothing should 

ever be put between you and God. Fellowship is different than having a 

relationship with Him. A relationship with God starts the minute you get saved 
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and never stops. Fellowship depends on your own willingness to follow Him. (1

When God forgives sin, His forgiveness is once and for all (Hebrews 10:10).  You 

do not have to live in constant guilt over past sins . However, y ou  should not  try 

to  go back to  doing  the sins that you used to commit. G od does not give you 

liberty  (freedom ) to sin without any consequences. God can help you say no to 

sin, but it is your choice. Even though God forgives sin, you still need to have a 

serious view of sin. Sin displeases Go d, even if you are saved. A believer that 

continues to live in constant sin will be chastised by God. This means that God 

will give consequences with the purpose of bring you back to Him, NOT to 

condemn you to hell. God corrects His  children because He lov es them, but He 

will NOT take away salvation to anyone who has received it.

When other people see 

you, they should know your new identity in Christ! Your name is still 

the same, but you have God the Holy Spirit living inside of you, and 

He will be helping you to change and become more like Christ.

God has commanded that we let the world know when we accept 

Him. Baptism is the first step to obeying God and showing the world 

you are identified with Christ. You should do this only AFTER y ou have 
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accepted Jesus as Savio r as a testimony to others. Remember 

though, that Baptism is NOT a requirement for Salvation. (Ephesians 

2:8-9 says that works cannot save you.)  

Water Baptism by immersion (e -mur -shun) is the only form of baptism 

God with which God is pleased. Immerse mea ns to dip, or put under. 

This form of baptism is a picture of the death, burial, and resurrection 

of Christ. (Romans 6: 3-4) It is when you publicly tell about when you  

got saved, then, the pastor dips  you completely under the water  

(symbolizing the death  and burial), and then lifts you up to symbolize 

coming back to life (resurrection). After you accepted Jesus, you 

became dead to sin (you know you will never face eternal 

punishment because of it)énow, you have eternal life and are given 

new life -the resu rrection. Are you willing to obey by being baptized 

as testimony of that fact?
